Also present at the meeting were Tom Paravola, Executive Director from the City Centre Office; and Martha Corner, City of Elmhurst Economic Development Manager.   

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 a.m. 

No City Centre Merchant members were present to address the Board.


Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the minutes of the regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors held on March 24, 2009 were approved, as presented.


Mr. Paravola reported that, resulting from the April 2009 municipal election, Ms. Paula Pezza would commence to serve on the Board as an ex-officio member representing the First Ward, replacing Mr. Michael Regan, and Mr. Kevin York would commence to serve on the Board as an ex-officio member representing the Fourth Ward, replacing Mr. John Gow.  Mr. Budgell noted that Mr. York was in attendance at the Board meeting.  Mr. Paravola advised that, at her request, he had already met with Ms. Pezza to review and discuss City Centre matters.

The Board turned to consideration of reports from and on Alliance members.
Mr. Said reported on several matters involving the City of Elmhurst, in Mr. Borchert’s absence, and the Department of Zoning, Planning and Economic Development; including future construction on the parking garage to be built on First and Larch and reconstruction of the City Centre and police plazas.  Mr. Mueller inquired, and Mr. Said advised as to the status of the Hahn Street project.
Mr. Quigley reported on several matters involving the Chamber of Commerce.
Ms. Tegmeyer reported on several matters involving the City’s Visitor and Tourism office.

Mr. Paravola briefly reported on matters involving City Centre, as discussed at the April 24, 2009  Economic Development Commission meeting.  

Mr. Paravola noted that, subsequent to the last Board meeting, there had not been any meetings of the Business Alliance or the Cultural Campus Collaborative.  
Mr. Paravola briefly reported on matters involving City Centre, as discussed at recent meetings of the Mayor’s Bicycle Task Force, including possibilities for the acquisition and placement of bicycle racks.  Mr. Paravola noted that he hoped to have some discussions with the Police Department and City officials concerning issues involved with the riding and parking of bicycles on sidewalks within the City Centre area, particularly during the summer months.    
Mr. Budgell reported that the Elmhurst Cool Cities Coalition was moving ahead with plans for its Green Fest, to take place in August.  

The Board turned to consideration of regular monthly and informational reports from the Executive Director.

Mr. Paravola reviewed the Statement of Assets, Liabilities and Net Assets as of March 31, 2009 and the composite Statements of Revenue and Expenses for the month of March 2009 and year to date May 2008 through March 2009, as prepared by Max Results based on information provided by the Office.  
Mr. Paravola reported that there had been no committee meetings subsequent to the last Board meeting.

Mr. Paravola reported on the status of the banner project, advising that some permitting issues had arisen with the City, which he hoped would be resolved in the near future.  

The Board turned to consideration of financial matters.  
Mr. Paravola reported that the Budget Committee would be meeting on Wednesday June 10th, with Marilyn Gaston from the City Finance Department, to formulate proposed annual rates for 2009 property tax appropriations for the Board to consider in order to submit recommendations to the City for the property tax appropriations for the special service areas.
The Board turned to consideration of general corporate matters.
Mr. Paravola reported on the steps the Office was planning to take to address concerns which had been conveyed to him by two aldermen on behalf of several City Centre merchants, as Mr. Paravola had reported to the Board at its last meeting, as regards the process of electing new members to the Board, specifically involving the designation of representatives by merchant members to sign nominating petitions and actually cast votes.  Mr. Paravola noted that the same concern was present as regards commercial property owner members and that, as previously advised, the Office would work to address this matter to resolve the issues involved on a timely basis prior to commencement of the 2009 Board election cycle.  
The Board turned to consideration of SSA #7 maintenance area matters.  
Mr. Paravola reported on the recently completed spring plantings, and on the anticipated summer plantings schedule.  Mr. Paravola further reported on the anticipated scheduling of the Downtown Services Committee work on the 2009 holiday season decorating details, within the parameters of the previously approved contract wit McFarlane Douglass, and formulating a recommendation to the Board for a 2009/2010 snow removal contract.
Mr. Paravola reported on and the Board briefly discussed the City’s recent placement of the new kiosks.

 The Board turned to consideration of SSA #6 Business Area matters.  
Mr. Paravola noted that “thumbnail” schedules of recent advertising activity had been included in the meeting packets, for informational purposes.  Mr. Paravola briefly reported on the Office planning for the Cool Cars and summer public art display events.
Mr. Paravola and Mr. Quigley reviewed the planning to date for the summer concert series, and discussed with the Board several points involved with such planning. 


No new business matters were raised for consideration by the Board.

It was noted that the next meeting of the Board was scheduled for Tuesday May 26, 2009 at 7:30 a.m. at City Hall. 
There being no other business to come before the Board of Directors, the meeting was adjourned at 9:05 a.m.
