Also present at the meeting was Martha Corner, City of Elmhurst Economic Development Manager.   

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 a.m. 

Mr. Budgell reported that Tom Paravola, Executive Director from the City Centre Office, had taken ill and would not be in attendance at the meeting.


No City Centre Merchant members were present to address the Board.


Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the minutes of the regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors held on April 28, 2009 were approved, as presented.


The Board turned to consideration of reports from and on Alliance members.
Mr. Borchert reported on several matters involving the City of Elmhurst, including that the City would be placing the Christmas tree in the Police plaza versus the City Centre plaza due to the construction of the new fountain.

Mr. Said reported on several matters involving the Department of Zoning, Planning and Economic Development.
Mr. Quigley reported on several matters involving the Chamber of Commerce, including the two June concerts jointly staged by the Chamber and City Centre.
Mr. Budgell deferred the agenda item of report from the City’s Visitor and Tourism office, in that Ms. Tegmeyer was not yet present at the meeting.  Mr. Budgell also deferred the agenda items of reports on Economic Development Commission, Business Alliance and the Mayor’s Bicycle Task Force meetings, in light of Mr. Paravola’s absence from the Board meeting.    
Mr. Budgell reported that the Elmhurst Cool Cities Coalition was moving ahead with plans for its Green Fest, to take place in August.  

The Board turned to consideration of regular monthly and informational reports from the Executive Director.

Mr. Budgell noted that the meeting packets included the Statement of Assets, Liabilities and Net Assets as of April 30, 2009 and the Statement of Revenue and Expenses for the fiscal year May 2008 through April 2009, as well as the Statement of Assets, Liabilities and Net Assets as of May 31, 2009 and the composite Statement of Revenue and Expenses for the month of May 2009, both as prepared by Max Results based on information provided by the Office.  
Mr. Budgell noted that the meeting packets included the Notes of the various monthly committee meetings which had taken place in June.
Mr. Budgell deferred the agenda item of the Executive Director’s report on the banner project, in light of Mr. Paravola’s absence from the meeting.  Mr. O’Keeffe observed that he hoped the banner project would move forward in short order; and Mr. Borchert reported on the recent resolution of the permitting issues that had arisen with the City, as had previously been noted to the Board by Mr. Paravola.  

The Board turned to consideration of financial matters.  
Mr. Budgell reviewed the Budget Committee’s recommended resolutions for adoption by the Board with respect to the appropriations for both Special Service Areas to be recommended by the Board to the Elmhurst City Council.  Mr. Budgell reported that the Budget Committee’s view continued to be consistent with prior years, that the maximum possible appropriations should be recommended to the City every year as a matter of practice and principle, in order to have available the greatest amount of flexibility possible in the annual budget process.

Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the Directors of SSA #6 adopted the following resolution:

Resolved, that it is recommended to the City of Elmhurst that the City appropriate to the maximum for the 2009 annual rate for property taxes with respect to Special Service Area Number Six, using a 2% rate and using an estimate of a 5% increase over 2008 EAV.
Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the Directors of SSA #7 adopted the following resolution:

Resolved, that it is recommended to the City of Elmhurst that the City appropriate to the maximum for the 2009 annual rate for property taxes with respect to Special Service Area Number Seven, using a .5% rate and using an estimate of a 5% increase over 2008 EAV.

The Board turned to consideration of general corporate matters.
Mr. Budgell deferred the agenda item of approval of retention of auditor for the April 30, 2009 annual audit, in light of Mr. Paravola’s absence from the meeting.

Mr. Budgell noted that the meeting packets included a “Schedule For 2009 Nomination and Election of Directors” as had been prepared by Mr. Paravola, and briefly reviewed the schedule.

Mr. Budgell noted the description included in the Schedule for 2009 Nomination and Election of Directors of the requirements for and purposes of Nominating and Teller Committees.  Mr. Budgell suggested that Mr. Conway, Ms. Zysko-Leuzzi and Ms. Tegmeyer be appointed as the Nominating Committee, and that Ms. Butt, Mr. Catalano and Mr. Gleixner be appointed as the Teller Committee.

Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, Mr. Conway, Ms. Zysko-Leuzzi and Ms. Tegmeyer were appointed to act as the Nominating Committee for the 2009 election of Commercial Property Owner and Merchant Member directors.

Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, Ms. Butt, Mr. Catalano and Mr. Gleixner were appointed to act as the Teller Committee for the 2009 election of Commercial Property Owner and Merchant Member directors.

The Board turned to consideration of SSA #7 maintenance area matters.  
Mr. Budgell deferred the agenda items of reports on the Downtown Services Committee consideration of the 2009 holiday season decorating details and the development of the recommendation for the 2009/2010 snow removal contract, in light of Mr. Paravola’s absence from the meeting.

The Board turned to consideration of SSA #6 Business Area matters.  
Mr. Budgell noted that “thumbnail” schedules of recent advertising activity had been included in the meeting packets, for informational purposes.  
Mr. Budgell deferred the agenda items of reports on recently completed events and planning for upcoming events, in light of Mr. Paravola’s absence from the meeting.

Several members of the Board commented that some of the text on the billboard on Tri-Sate Tollway 294 was difficult to read while driving.
Ms. Tegmeyer joined the meeting, and reported on several matters involving the City’s Visitor and Tourism office.  Ms. Tegmeyer also advised that she had received a “Family Marketing Proposal” from Radio Disney, involving the Demi Lovato show, that she thought might be of interest to City Centre and that perhaps would involve a promotion that City Centre and the City might collaborate upon.  Following discussion, it was agreed that the matter should be referred to Mr. Paravola for the Office to review.  The Board briefly discussed possibilities for cross promoting with Elmhurst College, noting the College’s recent summer concert event.
The Board turned to consideration of new business matters.
Mr. O’Keeffe suggested that perhaps, given the current functioning of the Board and of the Office, the Board might consider meeting every other month.  Mr. O’Keeffe noted that the Chamber of Commerce was considering such a schedule for board and committee meetings.  Following brief discussion, it was agreed that Mr. Budgell would consult with Mr. Paravola to give further consideration to such possible scheduling.

No other new business matters were raised for consideration by the Board.

It was noted that the next meeting of the Board was scheduled for Tuesday July 28, 2009 at 7:30 a.m. at City Hall. 
There being no other business to come before the Board of Directors, the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 a.m.
