Also present at the meeting were Michael Kopp, Assistant City Manager; Tom Paravola, Executive Director from the City Centre Office; and Julie La Monica, City Centre marketing creative and project management contractor.   

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 a.m. 

No City Centre members were present to address the Board.  
The Board turned to consideration of the minutes of its April monthly meeting.  Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the minutes of the regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors held on April 27, 2010 were approved, as presented.

The Board turned to consideration of reports from and on Alliance members.
Mr. Borchert reported on several matters involving the City of Elmhurst, including the progress of construction of the First and Larch parking deck and the City’s negotiations with Metra to try to provide for additional employee parking in the Adelaide parking deck.
Mr. Quigley reported on several matters involving the Chamber of Commerce, including that the City Council had approved, as part of the City’s next fiscal budget, $25,000 funding for a Shop Local campaign, a proposal for which the Chamber would be developing for consideration by the City.
Ms. Tegmeyer reported on several matters involving the City’s Visitor and Tourism office. 

Mr. Borchert departed from the meeting.

Mr. Paravola briefly reported on matters involving or of possible interest to City Centre, as discussed at the May 21st Business Alliance meeting and as included on the agenda for the May 28th  meeting of the Economic Development Commission. 
Mr. Paravola reported that he had attended the May 10th meeting of the Mayor’s Bicycle Task Force, at which he had obtained input from the Task Force’s bike rack/bike storage committee as to possible locations for placing additional bike racks in the City Centre area.
Ms. Butt reported that the Elmhurst Cool Cities Coalition continued to prepare for its annual Green Fest on July 31st.


The Board turned to consideration of regular monthly and informational reports from the Executive Director.

Mr. Paravola reviewed the Statement of Assets, Liabilities and Net Assets as of April 30, 2010 and the composite Statement of Revenue and Expenses for the period from May through April 2010, as prepared by Max Results based on information provided by the Office, as included in the meeting packets.  Mr. Paravola distributed and reviewed the supporting, separate detailed Statements of Revenue and Expenses for each of SSA #6 and SSA #7 for the completed April 30, 2010 fiscal year, commenting on various line items which he thought of significance.
Mr. Paravola briefly reviewed, for informational purposes, the Notes of the May meetings of the Marketing and Promotion and Member Education and Networking committees, as had been included in the meeting packets.  
Mr. Paravola noted, as regards follow-up and pending matters, that he was still addressing the matter of trying to obtain a sales tax agreement with the Illinois Department of Revenue. 
The Board turned to consideration of financial matters.
Mr. Paravola reviewed the proposal he had obtained from Kenyon CPA’s Inc. to perform the annual financial statement audit for the fiscal year ended April 30, 2010, and recommended the proposal for Board approval.  Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the Board approved retaining Kenyon CPA’s Inc. to perform the annual financial statement audit for the fiscal year ended April 30, 2010 on the terms set forth in the proposal to provide such services, as presented by Mr. Paravola.
Mr. Paravola reported that the Budget Committee would be meeting on Wednesday June 9th with Marilyn Gaston from the City Finance Department, to formulate proposed annual rates for 2010 property tax appropriations for the Board to consider in order to submit recommendations to the City for the property tax appropriations for the special service areas.
The Board turned to consideration of general corporate matters.


Mr. Paravola reported that he had again met with City staff to discuss parking issues being considered by the City as of the current highest priority, and that City staff would be completing an updated inventory analysis of all available City Centre parking spaces.  Mr. Paravola noted that the Member Education and Networking Committee had scheduled its next networking event on June 15th, with a second networking event to follow on June 29th, both to include “Parking Forums” for City Centre members to attend and share their concerns and suggestions on area parking matters with City Centre Office staff and with one another, for the Office to then pass along input from members to the Parking Committee to formulate possible recommendations to be made to the City.  Mr. Paravola suggested and it was agreed that Mr. Paravola should address scheduling an initial meeting of the Parking Committee after the first Parking Forum.

Mr. Paravola distributed and reviewed a revised “Draft Amendment to Elmhurst City Centre By-Laws Regarding Attendance Requirements for Members of Board of Directors” that he had prepared as had been discussed with the Board at its last meeting, in response to comments made as regards the initial Draft Amendment.  Following brief discussion, Mr. Paravola suggested that Board members take the opportunity, prior to the next Board meeting, to review the document in detail and contact him with questions, comments or concerns in order that he might further address the matter for Board consideration.
The Board turned to consideration of SSA #7 Maintenance Area matters.  
Mr. Paravola reported that the Downtown Services Committee would be meeting on Tuesday July 13th, with representatives from the McFarlane Douglass firm, to consider a recommendation to the Board for the 2010 holiday season decorating contract.
The Board turned to consideration of SSA #6 Business Area matters.  
Mr. Paravola noted that “thumbnail” schedules of recent advertising activity had been included in the meeting packets, for informational purposes.  
Mr. Paravola reported on the commencement of the 2010 summer events, particularly concerning Cool Cars and the public art display.  Mr. Paravola noted that the City’s official “opening” ceremony for the City Centre Plaza and its new fountain would be staged on June 2nd and that the opening reception for the public art display would be held on June 10th.   
Mr. Paravola reported on the progress of his work to place additional bicycle racks in the City Centre area, as such initiative had been approved by the Board at its last meeting.  
The Board turned to consideration of any other old business matters.  
Mr. Johnson inquired as to whether any progress had been made as to having the City’s Front Porch newsletter sent to City Centre businesses.  Mr. Paravola advised that the City Centre Office had worked out an arrangement with City staff, for the newsletter to be sent in electronic form to the Office for the Office to attach it to the “In The Know” weekly newsletter sent to all City Centre members.
Mr. Catalano inquired as to whether any further thought had been given to the suggestion that he had made at the last meeting, that City Centre should have a five year plan for future goals.  Mr. Paravola advised that he would be addressing an approach for the Board to consider, for structuring a process to develop a long term strategic plan.
The Board turned to consideration of new business matters.  

Mr. Conway inquired as to what might be done to address the condition of a number of the tree grates around the area, advising that he had previously mentioned this matter to Mr. Paravola.  Mr. Paravola reported that he had had a preliminary discussion with the Public Works Department as to steps which might be taken to address the situation.  Following discussion, it was agreed that Mr. Paravola should give further consideration to the matter.

It was noted that the next meeting of the Board was scheduled for Tuesday June 22, 2010 at 7:30 a.m. at City Hall.  
There being no other business to come before the Board of Directors, the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 a.m.
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
